1. Issues Discussion – Mid-December, NDFB's President Val Wagner supported the new Waters of the United States (WOTUS) Rule before the EPA and the Army Corps of Engineers. The updated WOTUS definition follows the recent Supreme Court decision and limits federal jurisdiction to “relatively permanent” waters with a continuous surface connection. This change is especially important for the Prairie Pothole region, where past WOTUS definitions put sloughs and wetlands under federal control. Farm Bureau has been a pivotal player in litigation and the rulemaking process and will continue to advocate for the practical implementation of the rule. This is a significant victory for agriculture, as it reduces red tape for farmers and ranchers managing water on their land.
